3 Who Owns The Program You Wrote?
31 Introduction

Thestarting point o thisanalysisisthat if you wrote the
program. you are the author, and copyright belongsto the
author. HOWEVER. that can change instantly. Thereare
two common ways for your ownership to shift to
someone ese:

First. your program might bea"work for hire."

Second, you might sl or assign your rightsin the
program, which for our purposes means the copyright.

3.2. Programs written asan employee

Most of the programs which you write at work, if not al
of them, belong to your employer. That's because a
program prepared by an employee within the scopedf his
or her employment isa "work for hire." and the employer
isconsidered theauthor. Thisis more or lessautomatic if
you are an employee -- no written agreement is
necessary to make your employer the copyright owner.

By contrast. if you can convince your employer to let
you bethe copyright owner, you must have that
agreement in writing.

By the way, before you give up hope of owning the
copyright to the program you wrote at work. figure our if
you are really an employee. That isactually a complex
legal question. but | can tell you now that just because
your boss says you are an employee doesn't mean that
it's so. And remember that if you created the program
outside the scoped your job. the program is not a "work
for hire"

Findly. in California and probably elsewhere. the state
labor law provides that employees own products they
create on their own time. using their own tools and
materials. Employment contracts which attempt to make
the employer the owner of those off-the-job inventions
are void, at least in sunny California.
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3.3. Programs written as a contractor

Wait a minute: i'm an independent contractor to
Company X, not an employee. | come and go as| please.
get paidby the hour with no tax withheld, and was
retarned to compiete a specific project. I frequently work
at home with my own equipment. Is the program I'm
writing a "work for hire," owned by the Company?

Maybe. maybe not. In California. this area is full of
landminesfor employers, and gold for contractors. A
contractor's program is not a "work for hire," and is not
owned by the company, unless

(1) thereisa written agreement between the company
and the contractor which saysthat it is and

(2) the work isa commissioned work. A commissioned
work isone d the following:

(a) a contribution to a collective work.

(b) an audiovisual work (like a movie, and maybe like a
video game).

(c) a tranglation.

(d) a compilation.

(& an :r-=ziructional text.

(f) atest or answer to a test. or
(g) an atlas.

| know you must betired of definitions, but thisiswhat
the real legal world is made of. An exampled a collective
work isa book of poetry, with poems contributed by
various authors. A pieced code which isincorporated
into a large program isn't a contribution to a collective
work. but a stand-alone program which is packaged and
sold with other stand-alone programs could be

So where are we? if you area contract programmer, not
an employee. and your program isa commissioned work,
and you have a written agreement that saysthat the
program isa "work for hire" owned by the greedy
company, who owns the program? That's right, the
company. But guesswhat?

In California and elsewhere the company just became
vour employer! This means that the company must now
provide worker's compensation benefits for you AND
UNEMPLOYMENT INSURANCE

Let mestart off by saying the most important thing first:
if you have young children between the ages of 5and 10.
the Bentley Bear seriesoi "At-Home Tutor" programs are
for you. A sa matter of fact, | have two daughters, oneis
5and the other is9 and they both enjoy playing Bentley
Bear.

That's one of the things | likeabout the Bentley series --
they are educational programs that kids will enjoy playing
while they are learning. These programs are very similar
in construction so I'll explain them together when that is

appropriate.

Both programs have as the "hero" a cute little bear
named Bentley. Both have two screens. a start-up screen
and the main screen which the child will use after play
initiates. Spelling Bee comes with a color and mono
version. but | much prefer the color version although the
mono version runsa little faster and smoother.

Loading the programsiseasy. My 5 year old has no
trouble inserting the disk and double-clicking on theicon
which starts the loading process. She then gets to her
start-up screen.

The Spelling Bee program isrealy a version o the game
"hang man". Only in this game. Bentley is sunning himself
at the pool and wantsto get a drink d hisfavorite honey
cooler. A word is presented on the screen with only the
first letter filled in. Bentley (your child) must guess the
|etters that make up the word. A seagull is also present
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on the screen. Each time a wrong letter is chosen, the
seagull hops closer to the honey cooler drink. if ten
incorrect letters are picked, the seagull drinks the honey
cooler and Bentley gets a very sad look on his face.

Although not a true spelling instructional program, | fed
(and | am not an education expert) that this game isstill
useful in teaching children new words, how letters fit
together to form words and in exposing them to new
words.

Thereisa variance of diffliculty which the child
determines on the start-up screen from very easy words
to very difficult words. That's why a 5 year old or a 10
year old can enjoy the same program. Also, you can
always return to the start-up screen if you want to adjust
the level of difficulty.

The Math program has a different dilemma for Bentley.
In this program. Bentley is presented a math problem
from a large. green dragon. If Bentley chooses the correct
answer, he will receive a large diamond. If he chooses the
wrong answer. the dragon shakes his head and Bentley
can try again until histime runsout.

A witch isflying across the screen and when she gets to
the dragon, the time us up. Once Bentley has correctly
answered three math problems. he gets to walk across the
diamondsto a large bowl of honey -- that's his reward.

The start-up screen for Math isvery flexible. There isa
thermometer which has ascale from 1 to 8 which
controls how much time Bentley has to solve a math
problem (it controls the speed the witch flies). Thereisa
box which allows you to select the number o digits for
the math problems (from 1 to 4).

You can choose to only do addition. subtraction,
multiplication or division, or any combination of
operations up to al four operations. A s you can see, the
level o difficulty isvery broad allowing young children to
do very simple addition and subtraction problems or older
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children to do complex multiplication or division problems
to four places.

Both programs have cute, colorful graphicsand theme
music. They are both easy to operate. flexible and fun to
play. They retail for $29.95 each and are available at
Microtyme (800-255-5835) for $19.95 each.

| imagine Steve Schoemann (513-275-9218} can get them
for you, also. Again, | highly recommend these programs
to you if you have children between the agesd 5and 10.
Your kids will get many hours o enjoyment out of them
and their math and spelling skills should improve, too.

BATTLESHIP

A game for the Atari ST from EPYX, Inc.

BATTLESHIP isa computerized upgrade of the game
most of us played on paper askids. Two players (or one
player and the computer) may play at a time, or a
multiplayer tournament can be played.

Players arrange a fleet of 6 shipson a playing grid 20
squares on a side, out of view o hisopponent. The ships
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occupy from 2 to 6 adjacent squares, depending on what
type o ship isrepresented: Aircraft Carrier (6), Battleship
(5), submarine (4) two destroyers (3each). and torpedo
boat (2).

After the fleets are hidden, players take turns"firing"
volleys of shotsat his opponent by marking where on the
grid the shots are to be placed. The number o shots you
can place on your turn depends upon how many o your
shipsremain on the board - 4 shotsfor each ship
remaining. When you finish marking your shots, the
game's only animation takes place - a view of your ship's
guns firing at the enemy's ships in the distance.

If one of your shots scores a hit, the picture o the
enemy vessel slowly beginsto sink. A hit must be scored
on dl squares occupied by an enemy vessel before it
sinks completely. At the end of your volley of shots. the
grid isdisplayed again showing where each of your shots
has been placed, with hits on an enemy vessel being
displayed in a different color.

Thefirst player tosink al of hisopponent’s ships wins
the game. The winner istreated to a"Victory Sail Past" o
al hisships.

The program isself-booting and easy to play. | didn't
observe any bugs, and never had it crash. My daughters
(10 and 4) both played with little help. The 4 year old
played a few games and lost Interest. The 10 year old
played a few games with a neighborhood Iriend and then
wanted to be shown how | used to play the game on
paper in the"old days'. They seemed to enjoy that
method better.

The strategies involved are: 1> placing your shipsin a
pattern that isdifficult for your opponent to figure out,
and 2> developing a shot pattern that will find your
opponent quickly.

While | enjoyed playing the game, there isno scoring
system (except in tournament play), so you either lose or
win, with no high score to beat. The instruction book is
short but clearly written. Retail price $29.95, and
Microtyme sells it for $19.95.

| don't buy many game programs, and probabiy would
have passed this one up for something with alittle more
interactive action, but that is based on my own
preferences and not the performance of thissoftware. In
my view, it does beat the way 1 piayed the gamein the
"old days".

At present. | have found only afew weaknesses in this
program. The biggest problem lor me, is LDW Power's

incompatibility with the accessory Turbo ST. However,
"Removing’ it. even while inside LDW Power, seems to
clear up the problems. Also, LDW Power does not allow
some range names that are allowed by Lotus, because
they contain what could be construed asa cell name, like
A1STEAK. 1t also does not support the Data Matrix and
Data Regression. These commands could probably be
simulated by other functicns if a user really needs them,
but they are rather esoteric for the average ST user.

The ASSIGN.SYS file included with the program needs to
be modified to work properly. Change the line "31
METASYS" 10 "31r META.SYS". GDOS needs the metafile
fonts to be resident, so a graph with text can be saved to
3 metdfile. Finaly, the sideways
function does not work witti a
DesklJet. T am grateful to Keith
Kelley. who demonstrated LDW

LDW has also kindly included a nice compact two-page
fold our reference card that covers function keys, cursor
movements, rnacro cornmmands, rnouse actions, and
functions. All in al. the manuai is quite professionat
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resentation, and compiements the program nicely.
Ease of Learning and Use

The difficulty of learning a spreadsheet is comparable to
that Of learning a Nnew programming ianguage. In essence.
spreadsheet isa programming languag .with a
o-dimensionality about it. So, while this program is
uite easy Lo use. it is not easy to become an expert.

In fact, analogous to programming languages again. |
would recommend that a user new to either spreadsheets
or the 1-2-3 environment go and buy one of the
innumerable third-party Lotus manuals available at must
any good bookstore. This way, you can learn to program
spreadsheets like a professional.

Conclusions

[ highly recommend this program te anyof you who
might be looking to buy or upgrade. | believe it isthe best
ispreadsheet currently available for the ST. It is
functionally identical to Lotus. yet gracefully and
intuitively integrates the ST's graphic environment.
