Introduction

Designer. Dr. Len Dorfman and Dennis Young
of Pipe Stave Craftsmen wrote Page Designer.

What is Page Designer? Exactly what its
names implies --it’s a utility that let’s you
plan an 8-1/2 x 11 " page on your screen and
then print it. Page Designer lets vyou
combine pictures, drawing and text on one
page. The 40 column text mode lets you use
different character styles. The 80 column
mode is good for getting a lot of information
on the page. All in all, Page Designer lets
your imagination run free.

As long as people are willing to buy good
odd-ball software at a reasonable price,
XLENT Software will have products to sell.

Richard Rognlie and Randy Dellinger of XLENT
Software donated their Koala Converter
program for use with Page Designer. As
authors of MegaFont IT+, both Randy and
Richard were pleased that XLENT was marketing
another printer utility.

Booting Up the Program

If you do not know what booting the program
means, turn off vyour computer. Go find
someone under the age of 20 and over the age
of six and ask them what booting up a progranm
means. For those of you who know what
booting means, you may continue reading.

Find vyour joystick, plug it 1into Jjoystick

port one. You will need it for the drawing
program. Remove all cartridges. Put the
Page Designer disk into drive 1. Turn on
your disk drive and then your computer. The
program will load in the title screen. By
using the [SELECT] key, you can select your
printer or ©run the K Converter. The K

Converter will convert your Koalapad or Atari
Artist files to be compatible with Page
Designer. This wutility was donated to the
project by our Vice President of Software
Design, Richard Rognlie.

When the program loads, you will see a mostly
blank screen with some letters on the top.
If you have gotten this far, the next step is
to have fun...

Instructions

To the right of the screen, vyou will see a
notice that says TOP HALF 40. While we
understand that this is not intrinsically
obvious, we hope to make this all clear soon.
The 40 means that you are typing text in 40
columns. I know this may at first seem 1like
a silly notice, after all, you have always
been typing on the Atari with 40 columns to
the screen. Hit CTRL F. The message now
says 80. Can this be, can you really type 80
columns on the screen? Yes you certainly
can. I know, 80 columns is all blurry on a



color TV. Use the [OPTION] and (SELECT) keys
to select a color and luminance that displays
the characters clearly. It is not so

important that you can read these letters on

the screen as they will look just fine on
your printer.

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PAGE DESIGNER has been praised, however
our documentation has been criticized
as being weak. He the staff are very
sorry if our lack of documentation has
caused you any problems. We have added
the following commands:

CONTROL/, Formats the disk in drive 1.

SHIFT/CONTROL/M From Prowriter version,
activates Mannesmann Tally printer.

SHIFT/CONTROL/G From Epson version,
activates Gemini 16x printer.

SHIFT/CONTROL/0 Overlay mode for typing
text without erasing graphics.
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Rules

The SPACE bar and BACKSPACE keys work in
the normal manner.

The ARROW keys are limited by the page
edge but otherwise they will function as
usual.

The RETURN key advances you to the
start of the next line and will flip you
to the bottom half of the page 1if you
RETURN through the top half. (The bottonm
half refers to the bottom half of vyour
printed page).

The TAB Kkey advances you through 3
positions on the line and will advance
you to the first position if you have
tabbed at a line’s third position.

If you type through the end of a line you
are advanced to the start of the next
line. " If this occurs at the end of the
top half of the page, you are advanced to
the bottom half of the page.

The SHIFT/CLEAR or CONTROL/CLEAR
combinations will clear the half of the
page you are displaying on the screen.

The SHIFT/INSERT combination is limited
to moving the line that you are on and
there must be at least one space
available at the line’s end to accomodate
the move.

The SHIFT/DELETE combination will remove
spaces from a line.

The INVERSE (ATARI)> key is operative and
will produce the inverse of any character
selected including those of the graphics
font.

The CONTROL-G combination places you in
the "Graphics Mode™. This is the mode
that 1lets you use your joystick for
drawing.

The CONTROL-A and CONTROL-B combinations
allow you to move one scan line above or
below where you started. Repeated
keypresses will eventually move vyou to
the next line and the cursor will be
reoriented. You cannot go "above"™ on the
first and second row nor "below" on the
second to last and last rows on the
screen.

The CONTROL-T combination toggles vyou
between the upper and lower halves of the
page.

The CONTROL~Z combination activates the
52 “special graphics font". This font
allows you to create borders, highlight

text etc. You can gain access to all of
the graphic characters by selecting upper
and lowercase letters. The °~ other

"CONTROL" characters are still active.
You connect these characters vertically
by using the "above” and "below" controls
and to return to the regular text mode,
you hit the CONTROL-F combination.

If you are combining a picture with text,
the picture must be in “uncompressed”®
format. If you are using Atari Artist or
Koalapad files, run them through K
Converter to get an “"uncompressed” file.
Pictures can only be loaded into the top
half, and nmnust be loaded before adding
any text.



You

INPUT and OUTPUT (40 COLUMN MODE)

must be in the 40 column mode to perform

all I/0 operations. You must also be in the
uppercase mode. Make sure that the INVERSE
(ATARI) key is not activated.

To SAVE a screen you have created you use
the CONTROL-S combination. The message
window will prompt you with “DRIVE#1:".
Hit RETURN to select drive | or select a
number from 1 to 4 to select a different
drive. The message window will then
prompt you for the filename "FN?". Enter
in the filename and hit return to save
the screen.

To LOAD a screen from the disk press the
CONTROL-L combination. As with the SAVE
option, you may choose a drive other than
#1 and then you may select the filename
of the screen you want to LOAD. When you
load 'a graphics file, you might get an
error 136. Simply hit START and all will
be well.

By loading in a different font, vyou can
change the style of the print on the
screen. Use the CONTROL-C to load in a
character set. "You will be prompted with
"CS?". . ‘

An alternate way of loading in a screen
or a font is to select CONTROL-D. This
option will allow you to read the
filenames off of the directory. When you
see either a font or a screen that you
want to load, press the SPACE bar. You
may end this option by pressing ESC.
You will be prompted to select either
(F)ONT or (S)CREEN. By selecting either
"F" or "S" the file will be loaded into
the correct area of memory.
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5. To PRINT a screen, use the CONTROL-P
combination. Printing can be halted by
hitting the ES8C key. Before printing
another screen, turn off the printer to
clear the buffer.

80 COLUMN MODE
Hit the CONTROL-F to enter the 80 characters
per 1line mode. There are no Input/Output
options from this mode. The following rules

apply for this mode:

1. The “Above" and "Below" options work in
this mode.

2. Other text editing features are
operative.

3. Inverse does not function.

GRAPHICS MODE

To enter the graphics mode press CONTROL-G.
In this mode, the joystick does all of the

work. The graphics mode is simply a draw
progranm. All of the commands are listed in
the command window. To activate  these

commands, move the cursor just below the
command window and press the joystick button.
Fine cursor control can be selected by using
the arrow Keys.
