Left-handed owners
Here's a suggestion from an Atari Owner,
Mr Edmund Bamber of Preston, for people
who have problems playing with joysticks
for right-handed people:

Dear Captain Atari

Some of my friends are left-handed. However
your joysticks are right handed. To over-
come this problem I unscreved the base of
the joysticks and released the inner circuit
board.” The wires are then slid off except
orange and black which are left on. The
others are then replaced as below.

After this modification the sticks can be
used by a left-hander by using the fire
button at top right.

I am sending this letter to you hoping it
will be published in our Bulletin as it is
a great advantage to my left-handed friends.

Circuit Board Wires
Orange
BLACK Black
GREEN White
BROWN Blue
WHITE Brown
BLUE Green
