Everyone had a really great time at the Atari Soccer
Six Championship at the Birmingham National
Exhibition Centre on 25 and 26 January with all the
razzmatazz of exciting football, a marching band,
dry ice, electronic score board, giant Diamond
Vision Screen and of course a chance to try out all the
latest Atari video games and home computer
programs.

Atari’s sponsorship of the event attracted eight First
Division teams to take part in the Championship and
they rose to the occasion by providing skills and
goals in abundance. In the fifteen matches, Arsenal,
Ipswich Town, Swansea, Everton, Southampton,
Birmingham City, Manchester City and Nottingham
Forest scored a staggering total of 76 goals at the rate
of one every three minutes. The highest scorer in one
single game was Mick Harford of Birmingham City
who scored five out of the eight goals in a Group 2
game against Ipswich.

If you’re not familiar with the game, Atari Soccer-Six
is very like the outdoor game, but there are, of
course, only six players in each team on the pitch at
any one time.
