If | had to do it my way, | would spend my money making sure that my product
was going out the back door, rather than spending it on fancy cars and "experts'',
Company expenses are especially hard to understand in light of the fact that the
people working in Final Assembly are not really making enough money to exist in
this world today. |t is your responsibility to support the people who put the
butter on your bread - not to fight them every inch of the way. The people are
getting tired of trying to do the job asked of them, only to find that they don't
have the parts and/or the tools to do the job correctly.

I think the priorities of this company should be examined and reorganized.
If the assorted V.P.'s and the other one and two-man departments would really
do their own job of supporting manufacturing, instead of wandering around the
production area making constant changes in procedure on the spot {and without
proper documentation), | think it would relieve some of the friction and con-
fusion.

| say, if you give someone a job, by God let him do it. Then, if he can't
handle it, you know where the problem is. As the system exists now, you cannot
honestly say whether or not someone is doing his job - with everyone else in
there trying to do it for him.

Powers

Representatives are elected from one-third of the departments every month.

Each lead person will
serve a four-month term.
Supervisors will be chosen among themselves as required,

Elections will not be required for the representatives from Personnel,
Accounting, Engineering, and Purchasing.

Impeachment grounds

1. Absence totaling 30% of the meetings

2. Two-thirds vote of the department involved
The impeached representative is replaced by the person having the second
highest number of votes in the last election (if still in the employ of
Atari)

No one shall be fired against his/her will without the explicit consent
of two-thirds of the council. )

No one shall be transferred out of their department against their will
without the explicit consent of two-thirds of the council

No company policies directly affecting the employee environment shall be
passed without two-thirds consent of the council

These powers of the council cannot be expanded, limited, or changed in

any way without the following
1. Two-thirds vote of the council
2. Two-thirds vote of the plant

V. Committees
A. The council has the power to form any committee for research, fund raising,

3 cups flour 1-1/3 cups salad oil

2 cups sugar b eggs

2 tsp. baking soda 2 cups finely shredded carrot (about 5 Ig. carrots)
2 tsp. baking powder 1 cup cruched pineapple with syrup

2 tsp. cinnamon 2 tsp., vanilla

1 tsp. salt 1 cup puffed raisins

Sift dry ingredients together. Add remaining items. Mix until blended.
Beat for two minutes with an electric mixer - or by hand until you begin to wonder
if your arm is going to fall off. Bake in a greased and floured 13x9x2" pan at
350 degrees for approximately 50 minutes.

CREAM CHEESE FROSTING

6 ounces cream cheese - softened

1 tsp. vanilla

2% to 4 cups powdered sugar (to taste)

1 cup chopped nuts,

Combine cream cheese, butter and vanilla. Beat until fluffy. Gradually beat
in the sugar. (The original recipe called for & cups of powdered sugar, but that
makes the frosting terrifically sweet. 2% or 3 cups is plenty.} Mix in ¥ cup of
the nuts into the frosting, and sprinkle the other ¥ cup on top of the frosted
cake.

MEDITATION

(Exerpts from KUNG FU MEDITATIONS by Ellen Kei Hua, Published
June, 1973, by The Farout Press)

The aim of meditation is to achieve peace of mind and quiet spirit.

Meditation is not generally cornected with any physical exercise
or activity but meditation can help you in your studies by putting
your mind in a receptive state.

HOW TO BEGIN MEDITATION

To begin meditation, you must first find a quiet place where you
zan block eut as much noise as possible. An outdoor area, for in-
stance, if you have access to the country. Or, if your cheoices
are limited, choose the quietest place you can at home.

The lotus position is not recommended for beginners as your limbs
would feel the strain and perhaps deter you from your meditation.
Start with a cross-legged Indian position with your back straight
and your hands resting lightly palm up or palm down on your knees.
You should be in a level area: 1if you are outdoors, the grass or
dirt will make a comfortable blanket; if you are indoors you should
it on the floor, on a rug or mat.

When beginning meditation exercises, you must try to rid your mind

of any thoughts and concentrate solely on the particular meditation
aid you have chosen. At first you may find this difficult, as your
mind will start to wander into a multitude of worldly thoughts such
as, ""What am I going to have for dinner?", "I wonder if it is go-
ing to rain', "Did I lock my car?'" Do not feel frustrated during
your first attempts at meditation, as this is contrary to the prac-
tice itself. Each time you find yourself wandering from your medi-
tation, note where your thoughts are going and return to the practice
itself. ' o ' - -

Read the meditation exercise. Repeat the words to yourself slowly
several times. (You should be in the meditation position.} Close
your eyes and meditate upon the meaning of the words. Try to medi-
tate and remain in that state for several minutes at the beginning,
increasing the time span as you feel you are able. You will find
that the more you meditate, the éasier it becomes.

You have no doubt heard of enlightened Eastern masters who spend
most of their lives in caves in deep meditation without uttering a
word to anyone. This way of being is not available to nor perhaps
desirable for most of you and it takes many years to reach this high
state of meditation. You must not feel that you will receive instant
illumination by meditation, but daily meditation practice can help
anyone to achieve peace of mind. This in turn will aid you in rid-
ding yourself of ncgative thoughts and the frustration of daily life,
because things cease to be frustrating and annoying when your mind

I
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So, read the thoughts and meditate upon them. Read them over and
over and the words will flow effortlessly through your head. The
meanings will be unveiled to you when you are ready to recelve them;

probably when you least expect it.

The Way is to find meditation and peace in everything you do, be it
mowing the lawn, playing an instrument, washing the dishes, looking

at the stars, building a house. As long as you find yourself doing

that particular thing, you might as well enjoy it. Do not think of

what you could be doing. Think of what you are doing and find peace
within yourself. This is the aim of all meditational practice. .
